So | got my hands on one of those books only to dis cover that the
cover had a picture of chains on it. Immediately | knew that this series
was for me. That started the wheels in motion and now everything is
rolling uphill according to His plan.

On Thursday, July 2, we will begin studying this se ries at LHCC for ten weeks as a women’s Bible study
We will meet from 7:00p.m. to 9:00p.m. every Thursd ay. The series consists of an hour of discussion t ime
followed by an hour long video of Bible teacher, Be th Moore. Then, during the week, we will each have
homework to do. Beth Moore recommends 30-45 minute s five times a week. The homework comes in
the form of a workbook that costs $15.00. If the ¢ ost is prohibitive to anyone just let us know and w e will
make sure to get it for you free of charge. But li ke any class, the more you put into it, the more yo u’ll get
out.

I am more convinced than ever that God has a plan t o free us and allow us to enjoy a closer relationsh ip
with Him characterized by peace and joy and abundan t living. He has already begun to set me free
and it is AMAZING! | cannot describe it. 1 guessi f I were to ask you one simple question it would be this:
Do you love your daily life? By that | mean, doy ou wake up with a smile and go to bed with a smile

and throughout the day experience the pleasure of G od’s company and the fulfillment of His prom-
ises? If your answer goes anything like this, “Wel |, | do sometimes, but if it weren't for

(fill in the blank... my husband, my workload, my in- laws, my disease, my past, etc.) then | would reall y
enjoy my daily life. | know that that used to be m y answer. But God’s purpose for us is to enjoy int  imate
fellowship with Him in an abiding relationship, and that is hard to experience when we are strangled b y
chains. Galatians 5:1 reads, “Itis for freedom that Christ has set us free. Sta nd firm, then, and do not let
yourselves be burdened again by a yoke of slavery.” He was speaking to followers of Christ in this pas-
sage, not unsaved people. Would you consider yours elf to be burdened by a “yoke of slavery?” You do
