Grandma Selfo

When he came to Simon Peter, Peter said to him,
“Lord, why are you going to wash my feet?”
Jesus replied, “You don't understand now
why | am doing it; someday you will.”
“No,” Peter protested, “you will never wash my feet 1"
Jesus replied, “But if | don’t wash you,
you won't belong to me.”
Simon Peter exclaimed,
“Then wash my hands and head as well,
Lord, not just my feet!”  (John 13:6-9)

It was one of the hardest things I've ever done—sit quietly and let her wait on me. In
December of 1999, | was in Albania and Grandma Self 0 was preparing dinner for me. It
was hard to let her do it because I've always been trained to pitch in and help, espe-
cially when I'm a guest in someone else’s home. I’ m just not used to being waited on.

But it was the only thing Grandma Selfo could do to communicate her appreciation.
She spoke no English; | spoke no Albanian. | was in  Tirana, Albania to escort 15 year-
old Enida on a visit to her grandmother. Enida was a legal resident of the US, with a
green card, but no passport, and | was concerned ab out her traveling alone. | was
also planning to visit the American Embassy on beha If of her sister, Krela, who had
been left behind when the Selfo family immigrated, because she turned 21 during
the final weeks of the process, and the US Embassy  considered her an adult and no
longer part of the family.

To Grandma Selfo | represented an American church t hat had raised eighteen thou-
sand dollars to support Krela’s student visa applic ~ ation, and serving me was the only
way she knew how to say thanks.

Often the scripture passage cited above encourages us to serve others as Jesus shows
us how. Jesus, the Son of God, is never too good o  r too busy or too proud to serve
poor fisherman or dirty farmers or corrupt tax coll ectors. But that's not all. He shows us
in his encounter with Peter that learning how to le t others serve us is just as important.
Some of us miss this. We love to serve, but we're  uncomfortable being served. We
need to be gracious empowerers and acceptors as wel | as gracious givers. Sitting qui-
etly can be very humbling when you know you're more experienced and better at it
than the person waiting on you. But unless we let them serve us they cannot experi-
ence the joy of sharing God'’s love with others

Diligence in a turbulent economy By Howard Dayton, Cofounder

A recent survey by the investment firm I-Pension LL  C showed that 27 percent of respondents
did not even open their fourth-quarter 401(k) state ments.
Of those who did open their statements, almost one- third spent less than a minute reviewing
the results, and 72 percent spent less than threem  inutes.
One-third of the investors surveyed had no idea wha t percentage of their account was invested in U.S.
stocks, foreign stocks, or fixed income. Yet, 82 pe  rcent of them make their own 401(k) investment deci sions.

Be a watchful money manager

Another result of the I-Pension study that should b e addressed is the poor attention that many people give
to their investments. Solomon wrote,  “You should take good care of your sheep and goats, because wealth
and honor don't last forever. After the hay is cut and the new growth appears and the harvest is over, you
can sell lambs and goats to buy clothes and land. F rom the milk of the goats, you can make enough

cheese to feed your family and all your servants” (Proverbs . 27:23-27 CEV).

The point of these verses is simple: By taking care  of his sheep-and goats, the farmer was able to
meet his needs even when harvest time had passed. | n this economy, you need all the help you
can get. Don't take anything for granted, and keep a close watch not only on your investments
but on your household finances in general. These ti mes are stressful enough; don’'t make careless
mistakes that will make them even more-stressful.

And, by all means, avoid additional debt. Last year , an Associated Press-AOL Health survey showed that
people facing mountains of debt are “much morelike ly to report health problems.” Among the problems
suffered by these people are ulcers, 27 percent; mi graines, 44 percent; severe depression, 23 percent; and

muscle tension, 51 percent.

Finances really can be a pain in the neck, andify ou haven't surrendered your finances to God, now is the
time. The Bible contains 2,350 verses on money and possessions, and the reason God says so much about
this subject is that He wants to equip us to handle money wisely.
